04.124 Apologies for absence were accepted from: Cllrs. David Johns, Sue Daniels, J. Trend
04.125 Declarations of interest in items on the Agenda were noted from: Cllr. T. Holway 04.129/1.  Cllr. D. Wakeham 04.134.3. 
04.126 Minutes of 14th October 2004 were confirmed as previously circulated. 

04.127 QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC 
Four residents from Wrangaton wished to record that they felt aggrieved by the lack of representation regarding the planning application for industrial development of green field land between Sidings Cross and Station cottages.  They felt that false statements had been made at the Planning meeting at SHDC and that Cllr. Mitchell had conflicting interests as a representative of DNP, District and County Councillor and so could not adequately represent parishioner’s views.  The residents stated that many local people had been opposed to this development and yet it was stated at the SHDC meeting that owners of adjacent homes had not objected.  This was because they were ‘absentee landlords’ or the owner (or relative) of the land in question.  The majority of people in Wrangaton had declared opposition, but it was felt their views were not considered.  The Parish Council had supported residents’ objections in stating that there was already adequate provision locally for employment, but it was felt that Cllr. Mitchell had not taken parishioners views forward to SHDC.  Cllr. Mitchell did not agree with the residents and stated that he had supported not including B2 (general industry) use.  He said that as this land had been earmarked in the new adopted Local Development Framework (which replaced the Local Plan) for employment use then the applicant could have successfully appealed had the plans been refused.  Costs would then have gone against SHDC.  Cllr. Fielden said he was the member for the Erme Valley Ward (with Cllr. Mitchell) and he was Chair of the planning meeting when this decision was made.  He confirmed that the Local Development plan had been on display in Ivybridge last week and that it was a 15 year plan to 2016.  It was confirmed that Cllr. Cathy Pannell represented South Brent.  Cllr. Burrell stated that democracy needed to be seen to be carried out and Cllr. Derek Wakeham raised concern that, if land earmarked in the local plan could not then be refused, our hands were tied and there was no point in seeking public and parish council opinion.  Residents raised concern regarding proposed 130 parking spaces which would lead to air pollution.  They wished to take air samples before and after the development.  It was felt that the size of lorries used in storage & distribution would affect local residents greatly.  It was confirmed that land west of Anna Mill had been sold and now forms part of the Anna Mill development.  The Chairman stated that Wrangaton had been represented on the Parish Council in the past with Cmdr. Prescott and Martin French having both been Councillors.  He hoped that there would be representation from Wrangaton in the future.  He concluded that we all need to take more interest in local development plans as and when they are open for public consultation and give more weight to the content, even if proposals don’t immediately affect us as individuals.  He noted the comments of the members of public present and invited them to stay to hear planning applications that affected the Wrangaton area.  
04.128 POLICE REPORT

Received by email: Problem in Bittaford on Halloween night when one house was targeted by youths.  This was thought to be personal, not a ‘trick or treat’ prank.  One other incident reported in Ugborough when an intruder was found in a garage in Seldon’s Close.  WPC Hopper to put a warning in the next parish newsletter to keep all garages locked.  Clerk reported a problem in Undertown, Ugborough with a double deck car transport lorry being parked in residential road every night and every weekend causing a nuisance to other home owners.  Residents looking into ‘Operator Licence’ agreement.  Cllr. Mitchell reported problem youths in Bittaford – Clerk to contact Jacqui Hopper to see what the Police have done to date regarding this matter.

04.132 PLAYING FIELD/OPEN SPACE FACILITY FOR UGBOROUGH

1. Letter from Mr. S. Broad re: request for UPC to support compulsory purchase order for land.  This matter was discussed at length.  Resolved: UPC would not support a request for compulsory purchase of land for a playing field.  The process would be far too lengthy, costly and inappropriate in this case.  Cllr. Wakeham reported that the School Governors were very strongly in favour of combined community use of school playing field facilities on condition that the Parish Council would provide funding for adequate fencing, insurance, facilities etc.  Resolved: UPC in favour of using the parish Precept to fund towards schemes to improve facilities at the school site and would also look into grant funding for capital projects.  Cllr. Holway suggested continuing to raise £1,000 per year on the precept towards major local projects such as this.  Cllr. Wakeham to report back to Ugborough School Governors and to Dr. Leslie Campbell (Chair of Playing Field Committee).  

2. Cllr. Mitchell reported that Dartmoor National Park have confirmed they will give a reasonable grant towards the New Community Hall in Bittaford.
04.133 CHRISTMAS TREES/LIGHTS & DONATIONS FOR DECORATIONS

1.  To obtain Christmas Trees for Ugborough and Bittaford.  Resolved: Cllr. Holway to contact Richard 

     Prowse re x 2 trees approx 12-15 foot – will look for other suppliers if none available.  Confirm UPC to pay

     up to £60 for the pair if trees are not gifted to the Parish. 
2.  To confirm lights for Ugborough tree:  Cllr. Holway stated that the tree lights were not very good, but if 
     they were serviceable, they would be sufficient.  Adrian Southwood has offered to check and maintain the 
     lights.  The church is to be floodlight again this year and it is hoped that the community will donate funds 
     for the electricity.
3.  To discuss financial donations to Ugborough Church and Bittaford Methodist Church towards cost of 

     electricity for festive lights.  Resolved: Clerk to write to Ugborough and Bittaford churches to offer the 

     same grant as last year (£40 and £20 respectively) towards the cost of electricity should this be required.

1. Report on condition and future care/maintenance by Cllrs. John Fox and Len Wakeham.  Cllr. Fox reported that he had visited all milestones and was concerned about the one opposite Ware Hill entrance to the village as it is laid on its side.  All others were in reasonable condition, but may need regular trimming around to minimize the risk of damage by hedge trimmers.  Cllr. Wakeham produced a diagram of  the cast iron mile post at Wrangaton and said that the small amount of damage could be repaired.  He stated he could repair, clean and re paint this if required. Resolved: Clerk to write to SHDC Life into Landscape to ask if any money could be made available from the Heritage fund towards the repair and maintenance of these stones and to ask if the stone at Ware Cross could be re-erected is a slightly different place on the triangular ‘island’ in the middle of the junction where it would be more visible and in a safer position.
