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UGBOROUGH PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
Thursday 12th May 2005 at 7.15pm
Questions from the Public – Bittaford residents complained about developments at the former Bittaford Village Hall and asked what action was to be taken.   In particular, they queried whether the access road to the septic tank would be used as a means to open up the field to further housing development, and they noted that hedgerows were being altered and moved and were concerned about the consequent effect on the watercourse and loss of light to adjoining properties.  
The Clerk reported her conversation with James Aven, DNPA.  He had stated that the ‘road’ was merely the soakaway to the septic tank and had now been filled in.  The developer had installed the Bio Unit septic tank without permission, as the planning applications had stated that the development would be on mains drainage. Amended drawings had been requested, on which Parish Council observations would be requested.  The Environment Agency was involved, who would check that percolation tests had been completed and would assess the impact on adjacent properties.
The field adjoining the former village hall was not included in the original planning application.  However, it was included in the subsequent planning application and, as it received approval, the field was now available for ‘domestic use’, although permitted development rights had been removed.  Unfortunately, as no condition was attached to the planning permission relating to the removal of demolition and excavation material from the site, the DNPA were unable to enforce against its burial in the field. 

The Clerk was asked to complain to the DNPA, Environment Agency and the DEFRA, and it was suggested the residents should also write and complain, including to the media

Finance Correspondence
2.  Moorhaven Management Co.- Grant application – It was noted that parish funding had always been granted for the benefit of all parishioners as the precept was paid for by the whole parish.  
Resolved that the grant application would be considered in conjunction with any financial arrangement relating to all the Moorhaven recreation facilities and that assurances were required that the facilities would be available to the whole parish.
05.009  Matters raised at the Annual Parish Meeting 
1.  Obstruction of the turning bay, Hillside, Bittaford.  The Clerk had visited the site twice and noted there was no obstruction.  Cllr Daniels and local residents would be asked to provide photographic evidence.

2.  Devon County Highways had responded to the request for a 20mph speed limit through Ugborough village by suggesting that speed monitors be installed and Councillors identified suitable locations.

1. Community use of the school playing field – The Ugborough Primary School Governors have agreed in principal to the community use of the playing field, subject to confirmation that funding is made available for fencing etc and the exact details of the insurance cover.  Devon CC has requested that the proposals are discussed in more detail with Andy Dexter, the Project Officer, and the Devon Property estates surveyor.  The Clerk was asked to supply the insurance details and arrange a site meeting to determine the location and type of fencing.
2.  Moorhaven recreational facilities –  Moorhaven Management Co Ltd had responded that the shareholders had agreed in principle to the use of the field for limited organised events and coaching but would not welcome open access.  The clerk was asked to arrange a further open meeting, which would be advertised in the Newsletter.
