04.56 Apologies for absence were accepted from: Cllr. J. Trend, A. Prowse, J. Fox, D. Wakeham

04.58 Minutes of 10th  June 2004 were confirmed as previously circulated. 

04.59 QUESTIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:
Mr. J. Trentham attended the meeting to report on the site meeting at Ludbrook Gate on 05.07.04.  Four members of SHDC Planning sub committee attended with Cllr. Geoff Fielden as Chairman.  Cllr. Beable attended on behalf of UPC and reported that the result of the site meeting was as good as could be hoped for.  Cllr. Mitchell said it will go to full planning meeting and, if refused the applicant could go on to Appeal.  Cllr. Burrell asked Cllr. Mitchell how much ‘teeth’ the District council would be prepared to use to fight this case and due to the expense would SHDC take on an appeal of this nature?  Mr. Bottomley’s report was noted that it appeared to be ‘back peddling’.  Cllr. Mitchell reminded Council that Planning Dept. made mistakes in the beginning with this case in that Planning Officers agreed to the excavation being carried out in this field in the initial stage.  It was noted that there has been a complaint against Cllr. Mitchell from the applicant.  Cllr. Beable raised the issue of when Mr. Bottomley agreed to this work.  Road safety was discussed at length and  Cllr. Mitchell stated that as the Highway Authority had confirmed that this road was safe and, as the existing ‘agricultural use’ meant farm machinery could access the gate, there is nothing that the Parish Council could do to refuse change of use on safety grounds.  Resolved: Parish Council to write to thank SHDC for giving the site meeting a fair and true hearing and support councillors unanimous recommendation of refusal.  Clerk to write   to Alan Robinson with a copy to Geoff Fielden and Kevin Williams.  Mr. Trentham thanked the Council for their continued support.
04.60 POLICE REPORT – WPC Jacqui Hopper
Report dating from 28th May: 11 crimes reported mainly criminal damage to vehicles; on the weekend of  4th July 16 vehicles were damaged all over Bittaford village, none entered but all scratched.  Clerk to report in Newsletter to request everyone who has suffered vehicle damage must report it to the Police. A press release has been put out.  Jacqui Hopper reported that beauty spot crime is now a big problem -  a handbag was stolen from car at Wrangaton Golf Club, however, vehicle was unlocked and hand bag on view.  Clerk to report in newsletter.  There were several more incidents of not paying for petrol at Carew Station.  This is a frequent problem as there is no CCTV, this is now known that offenders cannot be traced so it is becoming a frequent problem.  Burglary reported at Cutwell, when two barns entered and agricultural equipment stolen.  Barns were secure, but they are in isolated areas so doors were damaged to enter.  Police recommend luminous paint with postcode.  73 logs noted, mainly A38, however 4 were problems with youths in Bittaford.  This is an early evening issue.  Police also dealt with neighbourhood issues and there was criminal damage to a car in Ugborough by a child.  Speeding between Ugborough and Bittaford at school time was noted, however this is more likely to be dangerous driving rather than just speeding.

Jacqui Hopper reported that Chris Lancaster had replied to resident in Bittaford following an incident log, speeding in Bittaford will be monitored.  Clerk reported no reply to Council from Chris Lancaster to letter of 24th May 2004.  WPC Hopper to chase this up.  Chairman mentioned how effective the interactive signs are that report speed.  These can be moved around.  Police will try to borrow one for Bittaford.  Report of activity at all times of the night at the field at junction of Yellowberries lane.  Police have been involved with this and the people involved.  Police keeping an eye on this situation.  
Cllr. Burrell reported that he had been told that someone in Bittaford was trying to approach drivers personally to tell them to slow down in the village.  Police advice is not to enter into personal altercations, but to report all dangerous driving incidents direct to the Police.  Clerk to report this in the next newsletter.  WPC Jacqui Hopper confirmed she will go on foot patrol in Bittaford as often as possible.
Clerk reported residents concern about horses on pavement in Bittaford village.  The resulting dung makes walking on pavements (especially with pushchairs) very difficult.  Clerk to report in newsletter and Police to make a press release.
