Presentation by Robin Hogg, Chairman CPRE (South Hams) to Ugborough for being Runner Up in the Large Village Section of the Best Kept Village Competition 2007
Reports from District and County Councillors

District Cllr Lawrence sent a report detailing his involvement in the: 

· ‘Greater Dartmoor Area’ economic development group, which includes Ugborough parish and is making a bid for funds for economic development in rural areas
· Affordable Housing Seminar

· Proposal he has submitted for residents to park for free in SHDC car parks in the early morning and evening on Sundays.

District Cllr Fielden discussed the Parish consultation on the SHDC Budget.  Pressures on the budget included the concessionary bus fare scheme and recycling targets, together with a 5% cap on spending.  Based on Band D equivalent property, SHDC receives only 9% of the total Council Tax bill and, in 2007, it charged the third lowest tax in Devon and Cornwall.
